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AUSTRALIA

1st - 2nd day: Singapore - Perth

Arriving on the morning of the second day in Singapore and responding to Perth, the capital of Western Australia, the largest of the six states, which is divided by the Australian Commonwealth. The city spreads over the Swan River and its history is not 170 years old. Five-hour flight, transfer to the hotel and afternoon free.

Day 3: Perth

Harmonized with the natural environment, progressive and welcoming, Perth is a sunny, youthful and green city with a leisurely pace of life that suits the climate of Western Australia. In the morning we will tour the city and in the afternoon we will go by boat to the port of Fremantle which retains many of its historic buildings and is well-known for its international sailing rally. Return by coach to Perth.

Day 4: Perth - Ayerrs Rock

Flying over the deserts of Central Australia, we arrive shortly after midday at Ayers Rock, the magnificent monolith that many consider to be the most important natural monument of the Australian continent. Australian natives have deified him and call him Oulu (the screaming dog). "Vrachos" dominates with its volume in the flat landscape and you will not be eager to see the sunset when it looks like it has fired!

Day 5: Agers Rock - Cairns

We will be moved back to "Rock" to see him with different lighting conditions. You can climb on its steep slope, ending on an almost flat top, 350 meters higher! West of Ayers Rock are the Olga Mountains that we will reach before we arrive at the airport. A midnight flight to Queensland's Cairns, on the east coast of Australia.

Day 6: Cairns

The Great Coral Reef and its wonderful marine world are centered on today's all-day cruise. The reef stretches over 2,000 kilometers, is considered a paradise for divers and underwater photographers and is protected by special legislation against pollution and smuggling. The cruise starts at Port Douglas -62km. north of Cairns and ends up on a floating platform from where, with a special submarine, we will admire the magical bottom of the Reef. Return by coach to Cairns.

Day 7: Cairns - Sydney

Canyons, waterfalls and forests alternate at our morning excursion to Kourada, northwest of Cairns. The line was opened in the last century to transport sugar cane and is now used for tourism. We will tour the area with a special amphibious vehicle, watch dances from indigenous Pagagiri and returning to Cairns to take a plane to Sydney.

Day 8: Sydney

Triple morning sightseeing tour of the oldest, largest and most important city of Australia. The historical area of ​​"Vrachon" from where the city's colonization began and the famous Opera House are the most important sights. We will see the city from the top of the Sydney Tower (325m height) and the cyclopean bridge of the harbor to the cruise that follows the guided tour. Afternoon free.

Day 9: Sydney

All-day excursion to the National Park of the Blue Mountains, a region with deep canyons, dense eucalyptus forests and natural terraces offering magnificent panoramas of the area. The (optional) download of 1000 stairs is a different experience, as does the quaint train / cable car that will bring you back to the starting point almost vertically ...

Day 10: Sydney - Canberra - Melbourne

With a breakfast train we arrive at Canberra. Unlike other capitals built on a plan, Canberra is a functional and human city worthy of a country with Australian level. The impressive New Parliament and the impressive Monument of the Fallen with the adjoining Military Museum are the most important attractions. Extensive guided tour and afternoon flight to Melbourne.

Day 11: Melbourne

Morning tour of the attractions of cosmopolitan Melbourne that boasts of its cultural heritage, its many parks and the harmonious coexistence of its heterogeneous inhabitants. Then we will be brought to Phillip Island to see the famous "penguin parade" from a special platform at dusk. Dinner with lobsters and other seafood and return to Melbourne late at night.

Day 12: Melbourne - Auckland

By farewell to Australia, we fly at noon for Auckland of New Zealand, the largest city in the North Island built on an isthmus separating the Pacific from the Tasman Sea. We will meet it tomorrow.
Day 13: Auckland

In the morning tour, we will reach the most interesting areas of Auckland, we will pass the impressive Port Bridge and visit Kelly's Thundering Underwater World, a stunning aquarium with giant sharks and octopuses, terrible sharks and tropical exotic fish. Afternoon free.

Day 14: Auckland - Rotorua

Farmhouses, fruit gardens and meadows with countless sheep alternate on our morning journey to the caves of Guatemala. Their dark channels are reminiscent of the brilliant light from innumerable fireflies that cover the walls of the caves. We continue for Rotorua where we will tour the area of ​​Vakarevareva with its jets, hotpots and intense geothermal activity. We will end the day with "hangi", traditional dinner and Maori dances.

Day 15: Rotorua - Cuenestown

In the morning we will visit the local trout farm and BirdLife, where we will also see the kiwi, New Zealand's bird-symbol, which ... does not fly. The Rotorua tour will be completed with a demonstration for the New Zealand Sheepdog at the Agrodome Amphitheater. Shortly after midday we fly for the South Island and beautiful Cuenestown, New Zealand's top holiday resort.

16th day: They are sweet

The current route for Milford Sound is a fascinating alternation of valleys and pastures, beech forests, magnificent mountains, crystal ponds and landscapes for photography. Even more impressive is the fjord cruise with the vertical wooded slopes, the successive waterfalls and the wild beauty of its landscapes. Short stop in picturesque Te Anau on return to Cuenestown.

Day 17: Cousteau - Christchurch

Departure by coach to the Mount Cook Forest National Park, the heart of the New Zealand Alps. If the weather is good, it is worthwhile to make an optional small plane trip to the Tasman Glacier, over the mountains. A short while later, we will continue for Christchurch, the largest city on the South Island and, traditionally, a starting point for exploratory missions to Antarctica.

Day 18: Christchurch

Guided tour of Christchurch, "the most English city outside England". The tranquil river Avon that crosses it is flanked by shady trees and the abundance of greenery overwhelms the inhabitants' love for the environment. The tour also includes the impressive "Antarctic Center" a vivid depiction of the frozen 6th continent. Afternoon free.

Day 19: Christchurch - Singapore

Breakfast free for souvenir purchases or for return preparations. Late in the afternoon we will take the plane to Singapore and after a three-hour Transit stay at Changi Airport we will continue to Athens / Thessaloniki.
