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North Thailand
( CHIANG MAI - CHIANG RAI - MAE HONG SORN)

Day 1: Thessaloniki - Bangkok

Departure from Athens / Thessaloniki and via a flight station to Bangkok.

Day 2: Bangkok - Chiang Rai

Arrive in the morning in the capital of Thailand, Bangkok and transfer to Chiang Rai. Arrangement at the hotel and at noon begins our tour. Day 5: Chiang Mai

After breakfast, we will take a trip to Doi Inthanon's national park to see the King's pagoda and the magical waterfalls. Late in the afternoon return to the hotel. Enjoy the Kantoke dinner with show, with traditional dances and music.

Day 6: Chiang Mai - Bangkok

Today we will take the flight to Bangkok, the "jewel of the East", a charming combination of tradition and dynamism. A city tour will be on the way to the hotel. You can make your purchases or ride. Excellent Siam Niarmit show with dinner.

Day 7: Bangkok

Today we will take an excursion to the "Garden of Roses", we will see the graphic floating market and will be a show of sports and folk dances, representations of customs and shows with elephants. In addition, we will visit a wooden artisan factory and Nakom Patom's Highest Pagoda Pagoda. Return to the hotel.

Day 8: Bangkok

Free day for shopping and whatever you please.

Day 9: Bangkok - Thessaloniki

Our guided tour of the Chao Phaya River starts in the morning and we will be able to get to know the everyday life of the inhabitants. In front of the river is the impressive pagoda of the 86-meter-long Daisy Temple, decorated entirely with Chinese porcelain. At sunset the spectacle is unique. Then we will see the royal palace and we will close our tour with the royal chapel with the emerald Buddha, where it is said to have been made of a divine being and made of jade (semi-precious stone). In the afternoon we depart to return to Greece the following day.
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
