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Cappadocia

Day 1: Ankara

Concentration at Macedonia << airport >> of Thessaloniki and flight to the capital of Turkey, Ankara. Arrival at its ultra-modern airport after a flight of about 1 ½. Transfer and arrangement in the rooms of our hotel. Overnight. 
Day 2: Ankara - Nevsehir (300km)

After breakfast, we will start our guided tour in Ankara. We will be pleasantly surprised by the modern layout, the large parks and the overall image of a modern European city. We will ascend to its traditional castle (recently renovated), walk in its narrow streets and admire the traditional houses. We will visit the unique Museum of the Cultures of the East with its impressive exhibits. Then free time and immediately after departure for the Cappadocian land. Crossing a modern motorway, we will arrive in the Neapolis area. Arrange in our hotel. Dinner. Distribution. 
Day 3: Nevsehir –  GOREME  – AVANOS – ZELBI – ΟΥΤΣΧΙΣΑΡ – Gulsehir
Breakfast and we start for the neighboring Valley of the Gora (Goreme) with the famous cave churches. A unique spectacle with intense early Christianity and unsurpassed natural beauty. After our detailed tour we will continue to Tashvushin and shortly afterwards we will arrive next to the Kizilirmak where the town of Avanos is famous for its ceramics and folk art workshops. We will take a tour of the beautiful city, a classic example of Cappadocian art, in a very distinctive architectural motif, reminiscent of a theatrical scenery. Then we will take you to scenic Aravisos where we will visit the church of Ag. Dimitriou. Return to our hotel. Dinner. Overnight. 
Day 4: Nevsehir - KAISAREIA - MOUTALASKI - SINASOS – PROKOPI

Breakfast and then depart for Caesarea and the city center. We will be impressed by its excellent road network, general cleanliness, modern architectural interventions, modern buildings and its central square. We will have free time to get to know the traditional local market next to the Byzantine Castle. Immediately afterwards we will transfer to the traditional suburb of Kaisareia the famous Moutalasis where we will take a tour of the restored traditional settlement. Departure for Sinaso where we will go to the church of Ag. Constantine and Helen and Agios Nikolaos. A unique area that 'carries' a heavy architectural heritage of the particularly prosperous merchants of the region. We will walk along the main square, visit and admire the Rizos Mansion, a sample of the great mansions of the time, the home of a historian who played a leading role in the exchange of populations after the Asia Minor Catastrophe. Then we will tour the town of Prokopiou. We will walk in the narrow streets with the mansions (Asmali Konak) and the traditional buildings of the old city. The above settlement belongs to the UNESCO World Heritage Site. Free time. Return to the hotel. Dinner - Distribution.

Day 5: Nevsehir - MALAKOPI - KARVALI – ANKARA
Breakfast and returning, we will start our journey from the city of Neapolis and then Derinkuyu where the Underground is located. We will descend tens of meters below the surface of the ground and admire an unprecedented construction that shocks the most indifferent visitor. Then we will go to Guzelyurt where we will admire the church of St. Gregory, the small central square and the Girls' School (which has now been transformed into a hotel). Arrival to Ankara early in the evening. Dinner (optional). Transfer to the airport and return for Gouves.
Included:

- Flights to Thessaloniki / Ankara - Thessaloniki

- One (1) overnight stay in Ankara (Ickale hotel)

- Three (3) nights in a 5 star hotel in Nevsehir Dedeman

- Four (4) mornings and three (3) dinners in our hotels in the form of an open buffet.

- Greek-speaking diplomat guide.

- All excursions, tours, guided tours as listed in our schedule.

- Liability insurance.

Not included:

      - Drinks at dinners.

      - Entrance to museums / archaeological sites.

Note:

• A passport with a validity of at least one (1) year or a new type of identity (in Latin characters) is required for entry to Turkey. Identities in which the numbering starts or contains the letter Φ (not allowed) is excluded.

Information:

• The prevailing weather conditions are similar to those of mainland Greece.

• Transactions in Turkey are made with Turkish pounds parity: € 1 = 3 TL.

• If some of the travelers want to visit villages and locations not included in the program can be arranged with the organizers and the cost is borne by the traveler.

• During the disembarkation from Ankara, it is necessary for those traveling with a new type of identity to keep for your return the white paper on which the Turkish police will seal your entry. You will need it at your return!

• The climatic conditions prevailing in Turkey differ from those in Thassos, at least as far as the wider area of ​​Cappadocia is concerned. The climate is continental, warm in the morning and more dewy in the evening. You need to have a jacket, waterproof and an umbrella you may need with you.
• Please be always aware of the daily schedule to avoid delays and misconceptions.

• Our program includes breakfasts and dinners on site. Do not include beverages consumed by each traveler separately.

• For any observation, desire, or other concern to you, please contact your associate / manager.

• In our hotels there is an organized gym, SPA, massage, etc. Whenever people want it, it is a good idea to have a swimsuit and a sporting suit in their luggage.

• All 5 * hotels in Cappadocia are crystal clear and have a high level of organization and operation. Still, they are lagging behind in decoration and fashionable innovations, which all visitors need to know. Participation in balloon routes is decided locally and in accordance with the prevailing weather conditions. The unique experience lasts approximately three (3) hours (from the time you reach the starting point until your return to the hotel -05: 15 to 08:30) and costs 140 € per person. In the evenings, exits can be organized in places that present local, musical shapes and traditional bands. They run from 20:30 to 23:30 and cost around 30 € per person.
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
