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Caribbean Islands
Day 1: ATHENS-ANTIGUA

We fly early in the morning from ATHENS / THESSALONIKI to ANTIGOUA where we arrive the same afternoon as we will have covered 9300 km.

Day 2: ANTIGUA

Today we will begin our tours of Antigua or Antigua as the British call it colonists there. ANTIGUA was discovered by Columbus in 1493 AD. Apart from the countless and wonderful sandy beaches of ANTIGOUA, there are other things to see, especially in the capital of the island, "St. John", where we will learn about some historical events connected with this beautiful island.

Day 3: ANTIGUA - DOMINIC

In the morning we will depart for another island, DOMINICA (which means Sunday in Italian), which owes its name to Christopher Columbus. Here live the last descendants of the KARIBB tribe, which once was the fear and terror of the islands of KARIBIKI. We will visit the camps of this breed as well as the Emerald Lake, which is a large cave in the middle of the forest.

Day 4: DONOMIC

Dense wild forests of waterfalls and tropical plantations will flank our way from the banks of the Lagoon River to the Morne Troyes National Pitton National Park. There we will make a small stop for lunch and we will continue our journey to the stunningly beautiful Kampursk Peninsula and then to Prince Rubber Bay with its endless golden sand and palm trees.

Day 5: DOGS - MARTIN

Today we will fly for MARTININA, or the Pearl of the Antilles, or MANTINITA (= Inflated Island) for the natives. The natural beauties of the island, its wonderful climate, its cuisine and its traditions will surely enchant you. In the afternoon you are free to explore this magnificent island yourself.

Day 6: MARTIN

Today we will stay for one more night in this "colorful" island, with its colorful houses and elaborate rails. We will visit the capital of the island, FORO DE FRANCE, we will admire its central square, its statues, its forests and we will have the opportunity for a more ... panoramic view of the city from the church of the Sacred Heart. Finally, we will visit St. Mary's most picturesque and representative village on this island.

Day 7: MARTIN - SAINT LOUSIA

Breakfast is free for shopping, or some optional excursions if you like. In the afternoon we will take the plane to SAINT LAUSIA, which was named after the Spaniards, in honor of Saint Lucia, who was martyred in 304 AD in Sicily. SAINT LOUSIA is known for its hospitable inhabitants, the Soufriere Volcano, its tropical vegetation as well as all the islands of KARAIBIKI, as well as the twin peaks of the Little and Big Pitton.

Day 8: SAINT LOUSIA

Today we will dedicate our tour to the rich flora of the island. We will pass between Kastris capital and the "Lucky Hill", a truly beautiful route, and we will end up in a seafront restaurant in Vieux For, for food. Finally, we will ascend to the Sourire volcano, which, although active, is not expected to explode for many thousands of years.

Day 9: SAINT LOUSIA - BARBADOS

This morning we will depart for the island of BARBADOS, which is rumored to be the most beautiful of the islands of KARAIBIKI.

Its name was taken from a Portuguese sailor, who seems to be like the bears with capillary roots with beards! (BARBADOS in Spanish means beard). Turning to the island, we will see clearly the signs that the British have left on the island. Afternoon is free.

Day 10: BARBADOS

The all-day tour of the island will start from BRITZATOUN's capital, and after our tour of the city, including its harbor and the cathedral, Michael, we will continue north through the "Platinia Akti" and we will reach the "Cave of the sea windmill". Then we will head east to go to the pirates' castle "Sam Lord", as well as visit points that will give us the opportunity for a more panoramic view of the landscape.

Day 11: BARBADOS - TORTOLA

In the morning we will fly for the largest of the British virgin islands, Tortola. On this island as well as in the surrounding areas, we will admire their true crystal clear waters, their green, and their magnificent sunset. For the initiates in sailing, here is the place to practice their hobby.

Day 12: Tortola

One element that will conjure us in our current tour is the alternation of the mountainous landscape with the sea, one that we will now go to SPORTS, to the beaches of GULF GULF, and to the NATIONAL PARK SEITZ.

We will also visit the island of Bif, where we will stop for lunch, and we will close our tour with a mini cruise around the islands.

Day 13: TORTOLA - SAN HOUAN

This morning we will depart for the easternmost of the islands of THE GREAT ANTILLES, PUERTO RIKO, and more specifically, the capital of SAN HOUAN. One of the most interesting things to see in SAN HOUAN is its old town, with the EL MORRO Fortress. We will walk through its narrow streets and colonial churches, as well as from the afternoon tour we could not miss the visit to the Bakardi plant.

Day 14: SAN HOUAN

Our morning tour will include mountain and sea. Initially, we will visit the EL JUNKEY forest, which has approximately 250 different tree species. An impression will be made of the many different bird species as well as the millions of frogs that find shelter in this forest, called "cocos". Finally, we will stop at LOUKIGIO Beach, where we can also eat.

15th & 16th day: SAN HOUAN

Today our breakfast is free for the latest shopping and the latest city walks. In the afternoon we leave for ATHENS / Thessaloniki where we arrive the next day.
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
