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CHILE - PATAGONIA

1 DAY:

Flight to the wonderful capital of Chile SANTIAGO, founded in 1541 by Spanish conjistress Petro de Valdivia. Merry people, happy are looking at you all the curiosity and with a sweetness in their eyes that you seem to want to talk to you. In fact it is one of the most sexiest cities in the world. Overnight.

2nd DAY:

We start our morning tour in the city where, among other things, we see the famous Army Square with the cathedral and old colonial buildings, O'Higgins Park, St. Francis Church and the Catholic University. We will climb the hill of Saint Christophoros, where the Statue of Our Lady stands 14m high and enjoy a panoramic view of Santiago. Then we will cross the new part of the city with its large boulevards and beautiful gardens. Along the river we will admire the Museum of Fine Arts, the Parliament and the Palace.

3rd DAY:

We recommend an optional full day trip to VALPARAISO, Chile's main port, 115 km west of Santiago, built on 40 hills. We will continue to the city of Villada del Mar known as the "polycamp" which is a chain of cosmopolitan beaches where the youth is concentrated. Worth visiting. Overnight in Santiago.

4TH DAY:

Flight to PUNDA ARENA, capital of the Chilean province of Magellan. Built on the west coast of the Magellanic Strait, the Punta Arenas is a creature of harsh pioneers who settled in the area in the past century and engaged in the trade and supply of seagoing ships. Afternoon by car for PUERTO NATALES (250 km). Overnight.

5TH DAY:

After breakfast we start our tour at the southernmost tip of America. The port is a duty free zone with very nice hotels and restaurants, historic buildings and museums. A little north nature lovers will explore MAGDALENA Island with small boats. The wild forests and crystal-clear rivers, the thousands of uninhabited islands, the canals, and the fjoggles make the indigenous country look in the eyes of strangers a challenge for exploration. We will visit MILODON and PAINE TOWERS caverns as well as the famous TORRES park among huge rocks reaching 3.000m. many glaciers, lakes and rivers. Various explorations for lovers of the genre. Overnight.

6TH DAY:

Our current program has a guided tour of the largest glaciers BALMACEDA and SERRANO GLACIALS with the penguins circulating between us. We will visit the Iceberg Cemetery at the base of the Gray Iceberg, Lake Verde, Lake Pingo, Lake Negra. Inside the park live many animals and birds such as pumas, foxes, guanacos, nandus and more than 100 species of birds such as flamingos, wild geese, eagles and cones. Meal. Overnight.

7TH DAY:

We return from the Punta Arenas airplane to San Diego. Overnight.

8TH DAY:

Check out an airport full of memories from the southernmost tip of the Earth. Return flight through the European city.

9TH DAY:

Late arrivals in Athens / Thessaloniki late in the evening.
