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Kingdoms of the Himalayas

Nepal - Sikkim - Bhutan

Day 1: Departure for Dhaka

Departure from Athens / Thessaloniki to Kathmandu by train station. Long hours flight but the destination is worth. Arrange in the hotel.

Day 2: Kathmandu

Morning tour of the Svayabunat Temple, where many tourists, Buddhists, and generally the temple are flooded by people. We will visit the temple of Shiva, the pagoda of Matzu Deval.

Day 3: Kathmandu

Today will be a one-day trip to BATTAPOUR. We will visit the 55 Window Palace and the Golden Gate. Later we will see the ancient temple of Vishnu in Changzhou Narayan.

Day 4: Kathmandu - Pochara

Excursion to Pozar, a place with natural beauties such as canyons, rivers, bridges and tropical forests. On the way there we will stop at GORKA, the birthplace of the ruler that united Nepal.

Day 5: Pochard

Although it does not have many sights to see, it offers a very nice view of the Anupurna Mountains and Mount Matsapoure. In the morning, we will take a tour of the Bidavasini Temple and the Seti River Gorge. The afternoon is free to make your purchases.

Day 6: Pochara - Chituan National Park

We will take a route to the Tsutuan National Park, which the Maharajas were hunting for here. Many species of animals and reptiles live in the Park. With regard to your stay you can choose between cheap accommodation or more expensive lodges.

Day 7: Chituan National Park

Today will be an exploration of the Park. We will be impressed with what we will face; we will meet animals that we rarely could see elsewhere, such as rhinos, mongers, gouurs and many other animals.

Day 8: Chituan - Kathmandu National Park

We leave the Park and head for Kathmandu. Interesting is the route that is thrown by repeated turns along scenic canyons.

We will see Daman, one of its highest points, offering magnificent views of Nepal's northern mountain ranges.

Day 9: Flight to Biratagar

Today we will take the flight to Biratagar, located on the eastern border near India.

Then we head to Dartzling. Here Mother Teresa spent her first years as a nun and many efforts have also begun here to conquer the Himalayas.

Day 10: Dartzling - Sikkim

Today, a full day trip to SIKKIM will take place. The route is delightful, we pass by the river Tista, the capital of Gangtok, and through forests we will visit the Tibetological Institute, the Routec Monastery, the seat of the Karmati Christian doctrine. Letter to Dartzling in the afternoon.

11th day: Potseling

Departure in the morning for Bhutan, and specifically for PODUNSOLLING. We enjoy the route until we get there. In the evening we will take it to "Drukule Yul", "The Country of the Vrontera Dragon".

Day 12: Puchsoling - Paros

On our way to Paros, we are running a four-kilometer gorge, we meet the river Vong-chu and the Torsa River to accompany us from time to time.

Day 13: Paros

Guided tour of the National Museum and the famous bazaar. In the afternoon there will be a visit to the "Sorsam", and those who want can go horses for the Taksang Monastery. It is said that Lama Ribotse, who brought Buddhism from Tibet, arrived at this place on a winged tiger.

Day 14: Paros - Pune

Before we get to Punehakha, we take a trip to scenic Ringsengang and then to Vangdi Podhang. Vandy Jung is on a hill with an absolute visual control of the surrounding area. "Djong" are monasteries that are also religious and administrative centers.

Day 15: Punoakha-Tibou

Previously, it was the winter capital of Bhutan, but today it is the winter seat of Ce Cembo, the "high priest" of the country. On the way we will meet the rivers Phu and Mo. Then we leave for the capital of Bhutan, Tibou.

Day 16: Tibou

TJIBU is the capital of Bhutan since 1955. By royal decree, each new building has to be harmonized according to Bhutan's traditional architecture. We will take a tour of its two top landmarks, the basilica "corsten" and the jung Tashitsos. Later we will attend local dances.

Day 17: Tibou-Dhaka

We take the flight to Dhaka and then we leave for Dubai.

Day 18: Arrival to Athens / Thessaloniki

After several hours of flight we arrive in Greece with unforgettable memories and impressions after a long trip
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
