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Japan

1st & 2nd day:

At noon we depart by station where, after an airplane change and 17 hours of flight, we arrive at the Rising Sun Country, JAPAN. At NARITAS airport we arrive on the evening of the 2nd day and transfer to the hotel at TOKYO.

Worth seeing:

- Make your purchases in Shinjuku.

- Walk to the magnificent Palace of the Palace.

- Take a walk in the neighborhoods around the temple of the goddess Kanon.

- One day visit to Disneyland.

- A visit to the Tokyo Tower, where you can admire a panoramic view.

- A mini cruise on the River Sumida.

Day 3:

In the morning we will start on our first tour, among which we will see the enclosure of the Imperial Palace, where the well-known castle of Ento was dominated by JAPONIA under the Tokugawa cohabitant for 268 years. Then we will be taken to the center of the city and we will go to the Tokyo Tower for a more amphitheatrical view of this densely populated city. Later, we will visit the Buddhist temple Kannon and the first day of our guided tours will be completed with a walk in the Nakamise pedestrian street from where we can make our first purchases from the many picturesque shops along the pedestrian street. Afternoon is free.

Day 4:

Today in our all-day tour we will be transferred to NIKKO. Here the towering cedars of the elaborate gold-plated decorations and the magnificent wooden buildings of the sanctuary of Tosogue will surely keep you connected. Besides, the Japanese, for this real work of art, say: "Do not say that something is great if you do not see NIKKO first. It is worth mentioning that for this unique project it took 20 years of continuous work and about 15,000 craftsmen to take place.

Day 5:

The train "Sinnaken" brings us to ONTAVARA and from there we take a bus to Lake CHAKONE where we take a mini cruise to the lake, surrounded by wild and dense vegetation. Then we will visit the well-known OVAKOUNTANI heatpipes, from where we can also gaze at the imposing GUMA FUJI.

Our tour will continue from the cities of Atamis, Nagodia, Tanaka Kanaozawa to get to know even more about this country that combines state-of-the-art instruments and high technology with its tradition and natural beauties.

Day 6:

Today we will be given the opportunity to walk and shop on the central footpaths of TAKAGIAMA. Then we will go to the Kaikan Museum to admire the heavy wooden chariots used by the Japanese during the annual Matsuri of the residents of Tacuagiam. A little later we will take the road to a city known to everyone from the explosion of the atomic bomb on August 8, 1945, to JIROSIMA.

Day 7:

Today's tour will begin from the Peace Park "dedicated" to the victims of the atomic bomb that marked and still marks this city. We will still look at the building of the Chamber that was the only building left standing after this defeat. After this melancholy note of our journey we will change the climate and we will sail to MIGAMIZA where we will admire the gate of the Shiodome sanctuary and we will have the opportunity to ascend to the mountain MISEN by cable car. Then we will take the return road for CHIROSIMA.

· Day 8:

· Destination of today's departure is TAKAMATSOU. But until we get there, we can admire the wonderful sights of the route. One of those that will attract you even more attention is the Bridge of Sets, which connects two islands, HONSOS and SIKOKOS. The budget of this bridge was very high considering that it is 14.4 km in length and is built to withstand hurricane to earthquake. Our tour will end with a stroll in one of JAPONIA's finest Parks, RITOURIN.

· Day 9:

· Passing again from the same magnificent bridge we will head towards KYOTO. On the way we will meet the Ouzo Castle and Korakuen Garden, buildings of the 17th century. Arriving in KYOTO, once the capital of the Japanese state, we will meet countless museums and gardens, which justifies the "title" awarded to it as the cultural capital of the country.

· Day 10:

· Against the second day of our stay at KYOTO we will be able to see the exact copy of GOLD CASTLE, a creation anthem in architecture. Remember that the authentic building was burned by a Japanese monk in the 1950s claiming that something as perfect as it did not deserve our world. Our afternoon tour includes a visit to NAPA's first capital, JAPAN. There we will visit its most important attractions as well as its park, before taking the road to the KYOTO. Alternatively, we recommend KOUA SAN, an authentic area with monasteries and stays in the ROCAN (traditional buildings).

· Day 11:

· On the eleventh day our journey ends, a trip to a country that married tradition with technology and the past with the future. ALL INTERNAL MOVEMENTS ARE HAPPENING WITH THE SINGLE TRAIN "SINGACASEN" and the tickets are issued only by Greece.
