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Mongolia - Manchuria

Day 1: ULAN BATOR

At midday we depart for MOSCOW, where we will take the plane to the coldest capital of the world, OLYAN BATOR of Mongolia.

Day 2: ULAN BATOR

Arrive at ULAN BATOR in the morning, transfer and arrange at the hotel. In the afternoon we make our first tour to Sukhbatar Square, where the Museum of Natural History is located, which we will visit.

Day 3: ULAN BATOR

This morning we will take a tour of the Gadhan Monastery, the palace of the Mongolian theocratic King Bogd Khan. Then we will move to Bogdoul Forest, where we will see Mongolian landscapes, tall mountains, Mongolian camps, and we will go up even higher to visit the Mantzil Monastery.

4th day: ULAN BATOR - ERIMOS GOMBI

In the morning we fly for the most humorous Mongolia region of SOUTHERN GOMBI. SOUTHERN GOBBI is not exactly desolate because camels, chamois, antelopes and other animals are maintained there. For two days we will spend overnight in 4-bed Mongolian "yurts", a tourist camp.

Day 5: HERO GOMBI

Today we will have a full day excursion to Bayanjang. There we will see low sand dunes, rocky and dry steppes and other Mongolian landscapes. There will be a picnic on the Saxaul Hill, and in the afternoon we will return to the camp.

Day 6: HERON GOMBI - ULAN BATOR

In the morning we will visit a cattle-breeding camp, where we will be given the opportunity to try a traditional alcoholic beverage with its first ingredient, the milk arage milk. Then we fly for ULAN BATOR, where we will have free afternoon for walks and shopping in the city.

Day 7: ULAN BATOR - DATONG

We depart by train from ULAN BATOR to DATONG, where we will arrive after just 24 hours. On the way we will have the chance to admire the uninhabited and wild landscapes of Mongolia.

Day 8: DATONG

In the morning of the eighth day we arrive at DATONG, the old capital of northern China without having any great attractions. On the western side of the city there are the Jungang Caves and contain over 50000 stone statues in the form of the Buddha but with obvious signs of influence from the Greek and Persian civilization. The tour will continue until the Ginolong Gorge where we will see the monastery, which is built on a place that hangs over a ravine.

Day 9: DATONG - BEIJING

The route to BEACH continues. In many places the Great Wall is visible, a beautiful but hilly landscape, sunflowers and poplars alternating with harmony throughout the journey. Crossing a series of tunnels we arrive at our BEIJING destination in the early hours. Believing that you have visited it on your previous trip, we leave the afternoon free.

Day 10: BEIJING - CYANG

By departing in the morning hours by air, we arrive at CENYANG, which is the first stop of our trip for today. Manchuria, the capital of Mantu in the 17th century, successively came to the Japanese and the Russians, ending up today as a major industrial center of northwestern China. The main attractions are the Imperial Palace of Huang Taji, founder of the Manchus dynasty. The palaces will be in the afternoon, while in the evening we will watch an acrobatic program.

Day 11: SENYING - HARBIN

With breakfast train from CENYANG we start for the capital of Heilongjiang, HARBIN, the colder province of China. Halfway through this splendid route, we meet the palace of China's "Last Emperor" in the city of Changchun. Passing industrial areas ends at noon in HARBIN.

Day 12: HARBIN - HAMBAROV

HARMIN, a large city of 2.5 million inhabitants, built on the southern bank of the River Songgua with buildings based on European architecture, scattered dome, reveal the Russian presence in the region. In the Dali area with the morning tour, we will meet the most interesting buildings, along with Stalin Park and the Sun Island located in the middle of the river. In the afternoon on a flight to HAMBAROVSKI the Russian Far East starts our journey to Siberia.

Day 13: HAMBAROV - HIGHER

HAMBAROV, a city built on three hills on the banks of the Amur River, is the center of gravity of the city throughout the year. At the morning tour the most interesting attraction is the Museum of Local History, where one can see the Amur giant tigers stuffed. In the early afternoon, with the HIPERSBIRD, our trip to IRUCUTK begins. A journey that will take about 60 hours and the distance covered 3,336 kilometers.


14th - 15th day: EXPERIENCE

Continuing our Journey with the HIGHWAY, we cross wonderful landscapes full of rivers, lakes, oak and pine forests. The feelings alternate, as from the calm and serene landscape of the plain we move to a more mountainous image with the mountains of Dablanoves that dominate the whole horizon. With a total of 104 short stops between HAMBAROVSKI and IKUTSKK and us to travel to first-class wagons, we dine on the train and stay in 4-bed cabins, finally arriving shortly after midnight at IRUUTSK.

Day 16: IRUUTSK

Breakfast is free. During our lunchtime tour, we will see the city that has witnessed an unprecedented development due to the commerce and discovery of gold in the early 18th century. The rail union with MOSCOW in 1898 brought with it more growth and several European travelers. Today it is a city of 600,000 inhabitants with numerous attractions. What stands out among all is the temple of the Savior and some restored wooden houses with wood carvings and painted decorations.

Day 17: IRUUTSK

Today we will organize a one-day excursion to the "majestic sea, for Vaikali", as the Russians tell the lakes Baikali in their songs. This famous lake is fed with more than 300 river beams and is estimated to contain 1/6 of the drinking water. As we finish our tour, we will also visit the Ecological Museum of Lissiviana, and we will take a 1-2 hour cruise before heading for the return to IKUMOUTK.

Day 18: IRUCUTS - MOSCOW

In the morning we will depart for MOSCOW where we will overnight. During the day we can organize a guided tour of the capital of MOSCAS, or even have fun later in one of the centers of MOSCAS.

Day 19: MOSCOW - ATHENS

We depart early in the morning from MOSCHA, heading to ATHENS / THESSALONIKI.

Travel Details:

-The best time to do this trip is in the summer, when the days are great and the temperature is very pleasant. We do not recommend any other season, as the temperature falls well below zero.

- In winter, the temperature drops to -50 degrees Celsius, while in the summer it rises up to 38 degrees Celsius.

- The tourist infrastructure in Mongolia is not one of the best, yet we are exhausted to provide the best possible travel.
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
