EXCURSION

 Day 1: ISLAMABAD

We depart for ISLAMABAD. There we will have a one-day tour. The first station following the footsteps of Alexander the Great will be Lake Jelub, in which he had given a decisive battle.

Then we will continue to the Rocky Fortress where we will learn a little about the history of this building.

A short while later, we will continue for the imposing Cahan Gorge, with its thick gates, the historic loopholes and the walls that surround it. Our tour will be completed by knowing one more castle, smaller in extent but equally historic, Rivat Castle.

2nd & 3rd days: ISLAMABANDT - PESAVAR

Today we depart for the Journey on which Hadrian wrote: "The great and great city of the highest among the Indus and the river." Continuing, we will reach the magnificent AKBPAR castle, known for its caravan serach, located at ATTOK.

A short while later, we will get to the historical Sahabaz Gary to see the orders given by Emperor Asoka to his citizens, which are engraved on a rock. Afterwards, we will arrive at PESABAR where we will take a tour of this exotic city of PAKISTAN and visit the museum of this city, which exhibits relics of Indian and Greek art dating to the time of ancient Gandaris. We will also take a tour of the Balachi Castle, as well as the Kissa Kavani bazaar where it is a meeting place for all Asians.

Day 4: PESAVAR-CITRAL

Departure for Tsitral where we will hold an unforgettable tour, as many historians such as M. Alexander, Winston Churchill and Hephaestus who passed from here certainly left their mark. The city, apart from its historical value, has many wild beauty natural landscapes.

Day 5: CITRAL

Our current tour will bring us into contact with cultures unknown to us. We will meet KALAS, who claim to be descendants of Alexander the Great. We will still notice that KALAS does not look like anything with PAKISTAN.
