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HLY LAND - SINAI
Day 1, Flight to Tel Aviv

Concentration at Athens / Thessaloniki airport and flight to Ben Gurion airport in Tel Aviv. Boarding and departing to visit the monastery complex of Saint George the Great Martyr in Lydda, where there is also the tomb of the saint. After approximately one hour we will arrive at our hotel (Shepherd's House 4 star) in the Village of Shepherds. Arrangement at the hotel, dinner and overnight.
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2η ημέρα Ιερουσαλήμ
Breakfast and departure for the Temple of the Resurrection of Our Lord, where we will worship the Holy Sepulcher of our Christ, the Deaction, the Fool's Calvary, the Place of the Holy Cross, and other pilgrimages within the Temple of the Resurrection. Pilgrimage to the Patriarchal Church of St. Constantine, tour to our Patriarchate and meeting with the Patriarch of Jerusalem Messrs. Theophilus of G. In the old town we will visit Agioi Theodoroi, the Great Virgin Mary, the Timios Prodromos, Sandinagia, Agios Efthimios, Agios Panteleimonas. We continue our present pilgrimage, crossing the Way of Martyr / attitudes of Jesus before Horrible Calvary / Arrival in the Pretoria (the prison of Christ). Go to Lytostroto and House Ioakeim and Anna. From the Lions gate we will descend to Gethsemane, where we will worship the Tomb of the Virgin Mary, the Church of Protestant Stephen, as well as the Place of Worship and the Rock of Agony. Return to the hotel, dinner, overnight.
3rd day Sinai - Monastery of Saint Catherine

Early in the morning, boarding the coach and departing for the Goddess Mount Sinai and the Holy Monastery of Saint Catherine. We pass through the Dead Sea and walk along it, reaching the border town of Eilat, in the bay of Aqaba, next to the Red Sea. Border crossing Eilat and Tambas. Our journey is unique in beauty in the colorful desert of Sinai with the picturesque Bedouins. We reach the historic Monastery of Saint Catherine, which is built at the foot of Mount Moses at an altitude of 1,570 meters. Arranging in the hostels and then we will meet at the Catholic of the Holy Monastery where the Sinai Fathers will take us there and worship the relics of St. Aikaterini, the chapel of the "burning and non-burning Saint Vatos", the well of Itohor, the Osteophylaka and we will admire the monastery's museum with rare pictures of encaustic art and ecclesiastical heirlooms. Dinner, overnight. For those who can and wish, climb to Agia Pefi (2,280m), where Moses received the 10 commands and from where the sunrise over the desert and the wild mountains offers a unique spectacle.

Day 4, Monastery of Saint Catherine
In this center of Hellenism and Orthodoxy, the observance of the Divine Liturgy will be an unforgettable experience, in the Catholic Church of the Holy Monastery of St. Catherine. Breakfast and departure for the border with Israel. Optional visit to Eilat's unique underwater aquarium in the Red Sea. Crossing the border with various stops (Dead Sea), arrival at our hotel, arrangement, dinner, overnight.

Day 5, Jerusalem - Bethlehem

Breakfast and going to the city of Jerusalem to attend Sunday Mass. At the end of the sequence we will go to Agia Zion, where there was the Last Supper, the Psalms of Thomas, and the Holy Spirit's Epiphany on the Day of the Pentecost (Hyperon). There is also the tomb of the Prophet and King David, whom we will visit, and the place where Our Lady slept (the house of St. John the Theologian). Time for free in the old town and then go to Bethlehem, where we will visit Cave of Birth. Then we will go to the Great Basilica of Justinian and to the cave of the Herod infants slaughtered. Departure for the Holy Monastery of Saint Theodosius of the Parisharchos, where the Holy Cave of the Three Magi is located, then visit by local taxi to the Holy Monastery of St. Sabbath of the Sanctuary. Return to the hotel, dinner, overnight.
6th day Jericho - Jordan River - Samaria
Breakfast and boarding the bus to go to Bethany, where we will visit the Monastery of Martha and Mary of Lazarus' brothers. We continue on to the Holy Monastery of St. George Hosea in the Ainon Gorge, in the desert of Judea. There is a series of Jericho, in which we will visit Mount Sarandari, the Monastery of the Prophet Elisaius, where the Sykomora is located, which was built by Zachaeus and the Monastery of Agios Gerasimos of the Jordanite. Today we will also visit the real place where Christ's Baptism took place in the Jordan River across Jordan, it will become a blessing and symbolic-optional "baptism of the pilgrims". Departure to the Samaria area to worship the Holy Temple of Aghia Fotini, within which is the Jacob's Fountain and the relic of Ag. Loving. Return to the hotel, dinner, overnight.
Day 7, Galilee - Tiberias

(wakefulness in Tabor for the feast of Metamorphosis - Agia Nefeli)

Departure, after breakfast, to Nazareth, where we will worship the Temple of the Annunciation. We continue to Kana, where the first miracle of the Lord was realized, "the conversion of water into wine". Then an optional meal at Lake Genevaaret and optional pilgrimage pilgrimage to the lake. Visit of Capernaum, where most of our Lord's miracles took place, crossing the Mount of the Blessed, where our Lord made the Mountain Speech and blessed the 5 bread and the 2 Pisces, with which they ate and grew 5.000 people and visit to the Holy Monastery of Ag. Apostles, in the city of Tiberias. We will complete our present day pilgrimage with the transition to the Holy Monastery of the Transfiguration of the Savior on the Mount Tabor where we will watch the vigil for the feast of our Savior's Transfiguration and we will be able to attend the miracle of St Nefeli. After the sequel we will board our bus to return to our hotel. Relaxation.

8th day of Jerusalem - Return flight

Breakfast and after we load our stuff to return to the bus, we will go to the nearby Holy Monastery of the Shepherds to worship the Holy Cave of the Shepherds. Take the bus to go to the city of Jerusalem, and in particular to the Mount of Olives, where there was the first appearance of our Lord after His Resurrection to the disciples (Little Galilee) and His Ascension to the heavens. Then we will go to the old town for a last pilgrimage to the Holy Sepulcher and for some time free time for the latest markets. After we say goodbye to the Holy City we take the way back. According to the regulation we must be at Tel Aviv airport three (3) hours before the flight.
