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Sri Lanka - Maldives

Day 1-2: Athens / Thessaloniki - Colombo - Damboula or Habarana

Concentration at the airport and flight to Colombo, the capital of Sri Lanka via a stopover. Dreamy beaches, tea plantations, wonderful people and eternal summer.

Arrive in Colombo the next day and then leave for Damboula or Humbarana. On the way to the Elephant Orphanage in Pinavella, which was founded in 1975 with 7 orphan elephants and today they reach 88. Arrival and installation, dinner at the hotel ..

Day 3: Damboula or Habarana - Pollarnauva - Minareya-Damboula or Habarana

Departure to Pollonaruba, the second capital of Sri Lanka built in the 11th century. and is a monument of world heritage. Here we can see the ruins of the Royal Palace, Gal Viharaya with 4 magnificent Buddha statues sculpted by stone, the auditorium, the statue of King Parakramabahu and the Parakrama Samudraya, a lake built by King Parakramabahu. We will still see many cult monuments such as the temple of Shiva and the ruins of the old temple of the Holy Tomb. Return to the hotel.

In the afternoon, go for a 4x4 jeep for the Minearigian National Park, where you will have the chance to see white elephants, many species of birds, reptiles, amphibians, fish and butterflies on an area of ​​8,889 hectares. Return to the hotel and dinner.

Day 4: Damboula or Habarana - Sigiriya - Matala - Candy

Our journey is magnificent. Buddhists with their yellow robes and their spiky beings pray in the Temples and circulate among us. Couples carry rice and tea and the place is fragrant. Guided tour of King Kassara's palace where there are frescoes of the 5th century and is one of the greatest masterpieces in the world. Wear clothes and shoes comfortably to enjoy all the joys of this contact with the interesting rock and visit the most impressive temple in Sri Lanka's cave located in Dambulla and was built in the 1st century BC by King Walagambahu. The complex of 5 caves with frescoes on the walls and ceilings covering 2,000 square meters is the largest area of ​​frescoes found in the world. They contain more than 150 Buddha figures, with a larger Buddha statue carved in rock and 14 meters high.

We continue for Candy, the last capital of the Sri Lankan Kings and a World Heritage Site. On the way we will visit the 5th century fortress in Sigiriya, built by King Kashyapa and a world heritage site. The "lion rock" is an acropolis of unusual beauty rising 200 meters from the jungle. The rock was the fortress of 70 hectares of a strengthened city. A trench and extensive gardens including famous water gardens are at the base of the rock. We will admire the famous frescoes of the "divine girls" Sigiriya, which are in a sheltered slit of the rock that is reached by helical stairs. These frescoes are colored by natural colors on the rock.

Visit the Matala spice gardens where we will watch cooking recipes. Arrival and installation at the hotel and then dinner.

Day 5: Candy - Nuvara Eliya

Breakfast and departure for the city tour we will see Lake Kandy built by King Sri Wickrama Rajasinghe in 1798. We will visit the Arts Center, the Gemstone Museum and Buddha's Buddha Temple. Then depart for Nuwara Eliya. On the way we will visit a tea plant where the best tea is produced in the world and in the tea factory we will see the way of preparation and packaging while we will taste a cup of authentic Ceylon tea. We continue on to Nuwara Eliya. Arrival at the hotel, dinner and overnight.

Day 6: Nouvara Eliya-Kitulgala-Beruwela

Breakfast and city tour. The city is at an altitude of 1,800 meters, surrounded by many tea plantations and was the resort for the English holiday, but up to now the city maintains the atmosphere of colonialism. Then depart for Berwèela by visiting the Kytulgala and the Kelani River where the award-winning film "The Kwai River Bridge" was shot. On the hill above the city there is a prehistoric cave with fossilized shells of an unknown civilization. Arrival in Beroubella the seaside fishing village, one of the main resorts of Bentota and installation at the hotel where we will have our dinner.

Day 7: Beruwela
A day for relaxing and swimming at the enchanting beach. Dinner at the hotel.


Day 8: Beruwela - Koggata - Colombo

Breakfast at the hotel departure for the capital Colombo. On the way to visit the turtle hatchery where many turtles are protected, born and raised. Within two years, 100,000 young turtles have hatched. Arrival to Colombo city and our tour begins. Like every capital in developing countries, Colombo is changing its face very quickly. Overnight, skyscrapers spring up where old buildings were. In some places, however, the charm of old buildings remains. There are still many British buildings and an old 100-year-old tower. The National Museum and the Outdoor Pearl Market Pearl you can shop We can see the central palace, the beautiful Buddhist temple, the cinnamon gardens and the international conference center. Dinner and overnight.

Day 9: Colombo - Athens / Thessaloniki

Departure from the hotel and transfer to the airport for our flight to GREECE.

Visit Male, the capital of the island where you will see the Great Friday mosque, with a capacity of 5,000 people with golden decoration, the national museum, the presidential palace. Take a stroll to Male's bustling bazaar where the natives from the remote islands sell their merchandise. You can buy shells, antiques, ornaments and small art objects of folk art.
