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Tanzania - Zanzibar

1st and 2nd day: Absoeli

At Arousa you can reach DAR ES SALAM via NAIROBI of KENYA, where you can visit the Ampouselli Park, one of the richest parks in Kenya (hippopotamuses, elephants, kayilouroi etc.)

Day 3: Ngorongoro

Early in the morning, when the sun emerges from the snowy peaks of Kilimanjaro, we will go out for safari to Absolayli with the arid lands and nomadic camps of indigenous Masai. The MASAIs are impressively thin and tall, they always wear red and they love love for their cows. Late arriving at NORCONGHORGE in the evening.

Day 4: Ngorongoro

All-day visit with jeep 4x4 in the Ngorongoro Crater. Its "KALENDERA" is green with hundreds of herbivorous animals (the famous white and black rhinoceros with their horns) known for their aphrodisiac properties and carnivores. Among them, 10,000 MASAIs claim a share of pasture for their cattle herds.

Day 5: Mannyara

Visit to Lake Maniara. Among the most beautiful forests in Africa, with forests of giant mahogany, flamingos, baboons, mosquitoes, hippopotamous wild buffaloes. Here the lions climb in the trees where they spend the hot hours of the day for dew or to avoid the Tse-ts flies. The cheetach is the fastest animal on earth (110km / hour).

Day 6: Arusha

Wandering in the MOTHER MOTOR. The lake is flooded with pelicans, flamingos, cormorants, storks and birds that dry their wings in the yellow acacias. Returning late afternoon to AROUSSA.

Day 7: Zanzibar

From KILIMANTZARO's nearby airport we fly for the ZANZIBAR scrub. Exotic ZANZIBAR is a mixture of Arabic architecture and African culture. Known for the slaughter and the cultivation of the carnation, it became your capital Sultan who moved his seat from OMAN to ZANZIBAR (1840).

Day 8: Zanzibar

The exquisite tour of ZANZIBAR will start from the old (or stone) city, STONE TOWN, with the narrow labyrinthine streets, the elaborate wooden sculptures of the stone houses, the picturesque bazaars, the oriental hamam, the fine mosques and the diffused scent cinnamon, carnation and nutmeg. In a museum of the island we will see remembrances of the Sultan and famous explorers. We will also see the places where the slaves were stacked, the "Wonderland House", the old Arab castle and other sights. Then we will explore the coasts and the countryside of the island. The first ones are famous for their long white sandy beaches and the second for their rich tropical vegetation (the woods with butterflies). Scrapia here and there finds remnants of palaces, harems, aqueducts, prisons and forts.

Day 9: Zanzibar

Day free for holidays in the palm-fringed sandy beaches and walks under the spice plantations.

Day 10: Dar es Salaam

Breakfast free for the latest purchases, ferry transfer for DAR-ES-SALAM, marvelous natural harbor. The waterfront, the Ascarion monument, the botanical garden, the national museum with the "home of art". Late afternoon return flight to Athens / Thessaloniki.
