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CUBA

The most beautiful earth that human eyes have ever seen! From the calendar of Christopher Columbus 1492. The island discovered by Columbus in 1492, the birthplace of cigars, a country of Latin America consisting of the Cuban islands, Ila de Pino and other approximately 1600 islands scattered in the Atlantic in the Caribbean and the Gulf of Mexico. A trip to Cuba is pretty much a remembrance of past decades. Then the charming rebel Tse Guevara and Fidel Castro gave life to the dream of the socialist revolution on the Caribbean island. Richly endowed by nature with a unique authentic Caribbean landscape, 50s charm and atmosphere, saba and eroticism, music, rum (the most famous HAVANA CLUB in the world) and dances on Havana's hot and hot nights.

 Hemingway's favorite part, Erol Flynn, Mark Garcia, and Lucky Lucian and the Mafia that planned to make her the island of gambling, the American cars of Elvis movies are all there, mythical myths. Che Guevara, the hero of the Revolution, a symbol of Latin American solidarity, contributed in 1959 to a revolutionary ideological content of the Castro government and its presence in posters, banners, promotional gifts are scattered.

4 NIGHTS: HAVANA

The city of Havana was founded in 1515, inhabited by about 2 million Cubans and divided into three sections: historical, colonial and modern. A trip to Havana with colonial mansions, half-broken homes, smiling kids and African wizards, huge palm trees and sandy beaches is a mixture of people, sounds and situations that make it a unique experience of life.

The center of the city, a classical colonial architecture, is considered to be the largest and best-kept of Latin America. Since December 1982, UNESCO has declared the old Havana a World Heritage Site due to its great artistic and historical significance. The PLAZA DE LA CATEDRAL is one of the most interesting places in the historic center near PLAZA DE ARMAS, the oldest square in the city (16th century) and the PALACIO MUNICIPAL sample of Baroque architecture in Havana. CASILLIO DEL MORRO, a 16th-century fortress, dominates the harbor and the entrance of the city. PRADO is the most beautiful road to the city of Havana. There is the Garcia Lorca Theater and the oldest hotel in INGLATERRA, the historic National Hotel. Take the Hemingway route starting from BODEGUITA DEL MEDIO and try out the famous mozito cocktail, dine at La Floridita's bar-ersostrad and taste the famous Daiquiri in the world. The pictures on the walls remind us of the most cosmopolitan era of Havana with Hemingway, Erol Flun and the whole jet set of the time when Havana was the most tourist resort. Walk quietly on the streets of Havana where there is no traffic problem in the big cities. When the sun sets late in the afternoon in the Caribbean Sea, the rhythm of samba, mambo and tsa-tsa will lead you to the city's famous clubs for nights full of rhythm, intensity and exotic sensuality. Do not miss a walk from the La Ferminia villa-restaurant on the 5th Avenue with international cuisine and Spanish wines and from La Cecillia's most beautiful restaurant.

3 NIGHTS: VRADERO

Varadero is the most famous area of ​​Cuba to enjoy swimming in its crystal-clear turquoise waters. It is a pole of attraction for all Hollywood celebrities as the international jet-set honors the famous resort in its own way. The endless beach of white sandy beach about 20 km ends up in a calm sea with all the shades of blue and green. Swimming and activities for all tastes from marine sports to well-organized sports centers for fun until the morning. For fine dining choose one of Cuba's most famous restaurants, the Dupont de Nemours Villa "Las Americas" where the last floor has a bar with a magnificent view of the beautiful Varadero beach. In the evening, follow the vibrant cosmopolitan nightlife of Varadero.
For those who want a more mobile program, we recommend 3 nights HAVANA, 3 nights VADERO and 2 nights TRINIDAD. Transit can be done by local buses or by car hire.

The city of Trinidad was built in 1514 by Diego Velazquez and is the third oldest city in Cuba. It is a valuable example of colonial character with restored buildings with antiques and walls decorated by Spanish artists.

 The Cubans are hospitable and friendly with strangers. They have a particular culture, a unique courtesy, sometimes old-fashioned, giving them an extra charm. Four to five people and some cheap rum are enough to party until the morning.

Excursions can be made at TSIENFUAGE, at SANTIAGO DE CUBA, where Fidel Castro unleashed his attack on the Batista regime and rightly holds the title of the home of the Revolution. At the end of July Santiago's carnival is famous for dancing and shows at the frantic pace of the drums. Visit the beautiful island of CAYO COCO that joins the land with a 27 km long strip of land. It is known for the thousands of flamingos that cross the sky in impressive flocks. CAYO COCO is second in coral production in the world.
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
