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India - Rajasthan

DOLCHI, AGRA, JAPAN, JONDUPUR, UNIDEPOUR, BARANASI, AMMAN

The charm of a trip to INDIA is linked to the discovery of the human element. The Indians are famous for their tranquility and sweetness. What at first glance impresses visitors is the absence of the coldness and hostile anonymity that characterizes the crowds of the West. Among the Indians, one is walking along with the relief feeling that in the slightest nod they are all willing to hear him and to talk with him. So we start to discover the beauties of this mysterious country.

Day 1: THESSALONIKI / ATHENS - DOLHI

Concentration in the morning at MACEDONIA THESSALONIKI / ATHENS. Preparing for the FLHD flight via a station.

Day 2: DOLCHI - AGRA

Arrive at DOLXI in the morning and take a prive shuttle bus to Agra through stops at the area's attractions. Arrival in AGRA late in the afternoon and arrange at the hotel. Overnight.

Day 3: AGRA

In the morning tour, the show steals the unique "Taj Mahal", the imposing Mausoleum with the perfect architectural proportions, the unparalleled inlays and the romantic figure. Its construction took 20 years and more than 20,000 craftsmen from INDIA to PERSIA. Then we will visit the Red Fortress, the work of the great emperor Akbar. His mausoleum in nearby Shikandra will complete the tour program. Afternoon free.

Day 4: AGRA - JAPAN

On our way today for TZAIPOUR is Fatepur Sikri, whose building Achbar gave way to his architectural preferences and his personal visions. The city was abandoned only 14 years after its construction - probably due to water scarcity - but its palaces and temples lasted in time and are today important monuments of their time. We will go to her monuments and continue for JAPAN. Arrive late in the afternoon and arrange in the hotel.

Day 5: JAPAN

Morning excursion to Amber Castle, the seat of the Mina tribe rulers who later came to the Mogul dynasty. The Kali Temple, the Mirror Palace with its marvelous inlaid decorations and Maharaja's particularly flats earn the impressions. On our return we will take a tour of JAPAN, a city that composes Hindu, Jamaican and Persian architectural elements. Governorate, the Observatory of Jadar Mandar and the photographed Hawa Mahal - the Palace of the Winds - are the top attractions.

Day 6: JAPAN - JONDURO

Transfer via an interesting route to Jodhpur. Humble villages with round, sprawling houses, sparse vegetation and old forgotten castles alternate on the way. Arrival and arrangement at the hotel.

Day 7: JONDAUR

At Jodhpur's morning tour we will go to Meherangar Castle to admire palaces with poetic names and decorations sculptured in stone. In Lahochol, one of the seven gates of the Castle, there is the imprint of the hands of 15 women of Maharaja Mansing who burned with him in the deadly fire following the custom of "sati". In the old town, you will be impressed by the bluish color of the houses and the arrangement of the flea markets around the Clock Tower. Afternoon free.

Day 8: JONDUORO - UNDAPAR

Today we are heading for the "peach of Rajasthan" the romantic UNDAPAR. The city began to be built in 1559 and its location on the north-eastern shore of the deep green Pizzola Lake blends harmoniously with the surrounding low hills. The afternoon is free until we set you a romantic boating on the lake and the legendary Lake Palace Hotel. Overnight at the hotel.
Day 9: UNDAPAR

The morning tour focuses on the Maharana palace, which is a prominent place in UDT, and is a mix of 11 consecutive palaces. Part of the palace today is a museum with impressive collections of miniatures, peacocks of colorful glass fragments and murals with stories from Krishna's life. Dedicated to a form of the Jiddish Wispy Temple and the walled old town with its noisy bazaars, whitewashed houses and helical alleys, they complete the tour.

Day 10: UNDAPAR - DOLHI

Breakfast free. Concentration in the afternoon at the airport and departure for the capital, DOLHI. Arrange in the hotel. In the evening, take a stroll in the bustling city.

Day 11: DELHI - BARANASI

In the morning we fly for VARANASI (also known as Benares or Kassi) to continue the tour of INDIA. The city is located on the west bank of the Ganges and is believed to be the creature of Shiva itself. From the 6th eg. century is the most important worship center of Hinduism. Boating in Ganges starts today's program. It requires knowledge, inner strength and understanding to see the river of life as the Indians see it. Because Ganges is not seen, "worshiped" like a god. And only if you look at it with the Hindu view will feel the human dimension of this full of hopeful worship. Boating in Ganges follows a walk in the narrow, labyrinthine streets of VARANASI and the approach of worship spaces, uninhabited to non-Hindus. Overnight at the hotel.

Day 12: BARANASI - DOLHI

Breakfast free and midday transfer to the airport for the flight to Delhi. Arrive and arrange in the hotel and free afternoon to dispose of it as you wish.

Day 13: DOLHI

We start our tour of the Old Delhi, the crowded and untidy city with crowded streets, all sorts of bicycles and historical sights. Among them are Gandhi's modest headquarters, the massive Red Fortress, the giant Masjid Mosque and the massive Mausoleum of Sultan Humayun.

We will continue the tour to get to know the other person of the capital, the well designed, spacious and well-kept NEW DELHI. The Indian Parliament, the Presidential Palace, the Memorial Gate of INDIA and the frightening Minaret Kutb are the most important attractions.

Day 14: DELHI - AMAN

Departure early in the morning to the airport for the flight to AMMAN. Transfer from the airport to the hotel. Overnight in hotel and meal (Royal Jordanian) as well as city tour. Optional day trip to Petra.

Day 15: AMAN - ATHENS - THESSALONIKI

Transfer from hotel to airport for return flight to ATHENS / THESSALONIKI.

Included: All transfers and flights listed in the program, hotels, guided tours and half board

Not included: Visas, and excursion to Petra
Travel Details:

- The biggest movement on this trip is observed on Christmas. But the most appropriate time to go is between October and March. Summer is not preferred because the heat is unbearable.

- Most of the hotels we will spend overnight are of historical importance since they were older palaces of the Maharajas.

- Water in India is not drinking, so it's good to prefer bottled water.
