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Mexico - Guatemala

Guatemala, which means Land of Forests, is the most Indian country in all of Central America. The simple, humble Mayan descendants of the Indians believe in magic, omens, amulets, magicians with their colorful costumes, and add color to this original and evocative country that experiences a unique combination of idolatrous and Christian rituals.

1 DAY:

Concentration at the airport and flight to Mexico, the world's largest city (15 million inhabitants). Relaxation and overnight stay.

2nd DAY:

 After our morning flight to VILLAHERMOSA where we will visit the LA VENTA Museum, a tropical park where giant sculptures of the Olmen were transported from the homonymous archaeological zone, and from there by road to PALENKE, the westernmost boundary of the Mayan Empire and one of the most important their ritual centers. We will tour the Temples, the pyramids and the other buildings of PALENKE that are framed by dense rain forest and stand out for their architectural symmetry and reliefs. Its prime monument is the Pyramid of Inscriptions, discovered in 1952 by the sarcophagus of King Pacal, founder of PALENKE. Overnight.

3rd DAY: AS CRISTOBAL (CHIAPAS area).

Built in a pine-covered mountain valley, San Cristobal is a cool and quiet town with many colonial buildings of the 18th century. In the all-day tour we will see the scenic Indian market and the villages of San Juan Chamoula and Sinakantan with their intense local color and their suspicious and superstitious Indians. Indicative of how diverse this area is in Mexico is the fact that most villagers do not even speak the Spanish, official language of the country. Overnight in San Cristobal.

4TH DAY:

By car by coach to Guatemala City capital of the country since 1783. This afternoon we arrive at the quiet Tsitsikastenang which twice a week transforms into the most colorful and cheaper Indian bazaar of Central America. You will be impressed by the variety and liveliness of the colors, the tranquility and humility of the peasants, as well as their pagan prayers at the Church of Santo Thomas. Overnight.

5TH DAY: Excursion to ATITAN Lake and guided tour of the volcanic Santo Domingo. The local colorful market is the cheapest of our travel. Departure by car to ANTIGUA, the old capital of Guatemala before the 1773 earthquake that was one of the largest New World capitals was leveled. Overnight.

6TH DAY: ANTIGUA

A city museum with low colonial buildings and old churches surrounding its romantic cobbled streets, memories of another era. The city is preserved by UNESCO and is the most impressive city in Latin America. Free day. Overnight.
7TH DAY:

Early morning a day trip by plane from Guatemala City (15 km from Antigua) for the TIKAL administrative and religious center of the classical period 250-900 AD. when the Mayans excelled in astronomy, mathematics, and other sciences and the arts. It is the most important archaeological center of the Mayan civilization. Today it is a set of towering pyramids, multilevel palaces, huge squares and muddy buildings in a dense forest that resist the cries of monkeys and tropical birds. Visit the most impressive Mayan Temple in dense jungle with preserved fauna. The night overnight on the shore of the lake in the jungle in a 5 * hotel.

8TH DAY: KAN KUN

Early morning flight to Cancun, the cosmopolitan resort of the country, when the Mexican government decided to set up a new holiday center to decongest Acapulco. Today it is one of the most popular holiday destinations in the Caribbean with luxury hotels, shopping and nightclubs, fine restaurants and an atmosphere of comfort and care. Overnight.

9TH DAY: MERIDA

We drive by road to MERIDA, a city built on the ruins of Maya, the capital of Yucatan today and interesting for its ancient civilization. Visit to the pyramids Tsitsen Itsa, the most important archaeological site of Yucatan. It is a Mayan ritual center and their name means "the mouth of the well of Iza" with the famous buildings such as the Temple of Koukulkan, the famous Temple of Warriors and the seven ball games for the ball. We continue for Merida and visit the UXMAL that gathers the most beautiful examples of medieval Mayan architecture. It stands out with the height of the "Magic Pyramid" and the "Square of the Kalogers". Overnight.

 

10TH DAY: MEXICO CITY

Flight from Merida to MEHIKO CITY. Arranging in the hotel and guided tour of the huge city with the central imposing Zokalo square, Maximilian's palace, the famous Tsapultepek castle, the government palace and the boulevards of Huard and La Reforma. Overnight.

11TH DAY:

Last day at MEXICO CITY. Day free to enjoy shopping. You find local products, paintings and in the evening you can enjoy Mexican dances, traditional delicacies and local wine. We recommend an excursion to HOCHIMILCO's gardens or the silver graphic town of TAXCO. Walk through the narrow cobbled streets, admire the Santa Prisca Church (18th century Baroque style) and bargain in its scenic shopping by buying silver jewelery and Mexican carpets and textiles.

12TH DAY:

Transfer to airport for return flight.

13TH DAY:

Arrive late in the evening in Athens / Thessaloniki.
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
