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South India

Day 1: TRIBANDRO

We depart in the afternoon for the capital of Kerala, TRIBANDRO, where many different tribes like Indians, Arabs, Chinese, and Jews live together.

Day 2: TRIBANDRO

Today we will tour the city center and visit its historic center, which is located in the area of ​​Kastro, where we will see Gopouram, a pyramidal gate that is one of the characteristics of INDIA. After the tour we will go to the hotel located in KOVALAM, one of the most famous seaside areas of INDIA.

Day 3: TRIBADROUM - KOTSIN

Today we will drive by car for KOTSIN. On the way we will stop to pass through the backwaters, a seaside zone with tropical and wild vegetation. On the waterfront we will see many pictures of temples, mosques, palm trees and fishermen. Then we will land at ALLEPY and continue for KOTSIN.

Day 4: KOTSIN

KOTSIN is the largest city of KERALAS and is located between the Arabian Sea and the hinterland. We will take a tour of most of its attractions, which are located in the Castle area. We will still visit the church that is rumored to be buried by the Apostle Thomas and the Kocin Castle, where Vasco de Gama died in 1524.

Day 5: KOTSIN - PERIGIAR

Today we will visit the most beautiful National Park of SOUTH INDIA, where we will have the opportunity to go boating in Lake Perigar and see deer, wild boars, gouure cattle and other wild animals.

Day 6: PERIGIAR - MANOURA

In the morning we will depart for MANTURAI, which belongs to the state of TAMIL NANTO. There we will visit the huge temple of Minakshi, a temple with magnificent architecture, made up of millions of sculptures, dedicated to the goddess MINACSI and SIBA.

Day 7: MANTOURA - TRITSY

After a two hour journey we will arrive at TRITSY or else TIROUTSIRAPALI. After settling at the hotel we will depart for the city's castle built on the top of a rock and from which we have a panoramic view of the valley and the SIRINGKAM.
Day 8: TRITSY

Today's tour will begin from Sriangam Temple Complex, which is located on an islet of the River Kaveri. Here we will admire the groparam that surround the complex, as well as the sculptures, Vishnu's personifications. Shortly afterwards, we will visit the neighboring town of Tantzor, where our interest will focus on one of India's tallest monuments, the temple of Bhatushevara, consisting of 13 levels and at the top of it has a huge monolith.

Day 9: TRITSY - MANDRAS

We will continue our journey by train to Madras, the capital of Tamil Nadu and the largest urban center of southern India. In recent years it has been renamed "Chennai". The tour will continue in St. George's Castle and St. Thomas Church, ending in the Government Museum with its rare collection of bronze objects and sculptures of the Tsola Dynasty.

Day 10: MANDRAS

We will get to know the "Golden City" of Kantsirupam, one of the 7 most sacred cities in ancient India. From all the sights, the churches of Shiva and Vishnu are distinguished by the mythical yalas and admirable gopouras. Continuing in Mamalapuram, we meet the sculpted temples of the Pallava dynasty.

Day 11: MANDRAS - MYSORI

On a morning flight we head for Bangalore. Our Destination is MISSORI where we will get by car. During this splendid trip we will travel to Somaatpur where we will visit the Kesava Temple, a truly wonderful masterpiece of Indian architecture with remarkable reliefs from the time of Husala. A temple dedicated to Vishnu and is the most important of the 60 temples of this dynasty.

Day 12: MYSORI

The day begins with a guided tour of MISSORI, a town famous for its silk, sandalwood and its beautiful gardens. In this city there is Maharaja's palace, a magnificent and majestic palace, designed in the Indo-Saracen style. On the Tsamudi hill, we will see the temple of Durga, a form of Kali and the bronze statue of bull Nadi, the divine vehicle of Shiva, made of 5 meters long granite.

Day 13: MYSORI - BUNGALOW

Today, our tour will begin with the amazing temples, Choisala in HALAMIDE and Belour. There we will know a lot about the Indian Baroque, with pantheon figures to be seen from divine nymphs and heroes of Indian heroes. Shortly afterwards, we will head to Bangalore and Srebanampelgol, where we will have the opportunity to climb up the hill to see the huge statue of the Johannesburg Hermit Gometesvara.

Day 14: BANGKALOR - MUMBAI

The tour continues with Gothic Atara Katsari, Lambang Park and Maharaja's palace with its huge gardens. Then we will have free time for small purchases, and a return flight for MUMBAI.
15th day: MUMBAI - ATHENS

This morning we depart for a return flight via a station.
