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PERU & BOLIVIA

DAY 1 - 2: Flight from Thessaloniki to Lima. Arrival in the Peruvian capital. Transfer to the hotel.

3rd DAY: After our breakfast tour in Lima, the city of the Kings, according to the founder of Fragisco Pizarro, conqueror and great slaughter of Peru. For 300 years it was the most important city of the New World. Visit to the impressive gold museum, proof of the high-quality machining of pre-Inca cultures.

4th DAY: After breakfast depart for the Pisco. After 3 hours we arrive at Piskos. Guided tour of the Paraque National Park, an amazing biotope.

5th DAY: After a morning tour of the Ballestas Islands by boat and then by bus to Nazca. Overnight.

6th DAY: After breakfast depart for an airport and fly from Nazca to see the famous Inca hieroglyphic engravings. In the afternoon drive by car to Arequipa, Peru's second largest city, built at the foot of the Missouri volcano. Arequipa is called a white city by the color of its buildings. The profits from the alpaca trade in the past century have been spent on building the churches and colonial mansions that are now the ornaments of the city. The cathedral, the Castel del Morales and the San Lazaro area with its narrow streets are some of them. Overnight.

DAY 7: After breakfast we are free to meet the Arequipa markets. In the afternoon, a guided tour of the city and a visit to the Santa Catalina Monastery. Overnight.

8th DAY: After the morning flight to Juliaca. Overnight.

9TH DAY: After a morning trip to the islands of Urus and Taquile islands of Peru's most unusual sightseeing. These islands are made of tortoise, a kind of papyrus that abounds in the shallow waters of Lake Titicaca, the great inland sea shared by Bolivia and Peru. The highest floating lake of the earth was sacred to the Incas and the beginning of many legends of the Pre-Pontian era. The Andean native today, in front of Lake TITIKAKA, begs the spirits in the mythological age of which is always PATSA-MAMA, Mother Earth, a generous symbol of life, fertility. Their few inhabitants still make their accommodations with the same material and the same technique as their ancestors used when they fled to the lake to avoid the Incas. Houses, schools, shops are all built on a thick layer of floating tortoise.

10th DAY: After breakfast, take the road to Cuzco, the capital of the Inca Empire, from its establishment until its destruction by the Spaniards. Time to familiarize yourself with altitude. Free afternoon to get to know the cobblestone streets, the old churches and the megalithic Inca walls. Overnight.

11th DAY: Breakfast and then tour to the sacred Inca valley. We will visit the picturesque marketplace and photograph the village's elders who go to the church wearing the winged Varagok symbol of power and power from the Incas. We continue to Olagiatadambo where the streets and squares were laid out by the Incas. Their fortress high up on the hill withstood the attacks of the Spaniards who met their first defeat here. The excursion is a lunch at a local restaurant. Return to the hotel.

12th DAY: Breakfast. All-day visit to Matsu-Pitsu (in the Indian Mountains), the mysterious city of Incas, built 400 years ago by the American archaeologist Bingham discovered at the beginning of this century. The Spanish were unaware of its existence, while the reasons for its abandon are unknown. Today it is in an impressive mountain scenery, a set of stone ruins on an inaccessible peak buried beneath dense vegetation is a mystery about whether it was built with the help of aliens. Lunch at a local restaurant. Return to Cusco and overnight.

13th DAY: Free day in Cusco.

14th DAY: Breakfast-Transfer to the airport and flight to Lima and immediate international flight to Greece.
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
