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Russia

1st Day AG.PETROUPOLI

Concentration at the airport and flight to St. Petersburg. Arrival to the well-known "Venice of the North". During the transfer to our hotel we will have the first acquaintance with the city, which was founded by M. Petros three centuries ago to give his empire an exit to the North Sea. Arrangement at the hotel, dinner, overnight.

Day 2 AG.PETROUPOLI - City tour - Ag. Isaac - Hermitage

 After breakfast leave for a city tour. We will see the Cathedral of St. Nicholas of the Navy and the Church of Kazan whose name was taken from the miraculous icon of the Virgin Mary discovered in Kazan in 1579. We will take a guided tour to the Cathedral of St. Isaac, the magnificent church of St. Petersburg, with a capacity of 14,000 people. We will cross the main street of the city, Nievsky Boulevard, famous for the magnificent palaces of the Tsarist Russia aristocrats. We will also see the Magnificent Temple of Alexander Nevski, which was founded by M. Petros to honor him. Our acquaintance with the city continues with the Admiralty, the campus and many other attractions. Afternoon we will visit one of the largest museums in the world, the Hermitage Museum (the former winter palace of the Tsarist family). His collection contains more than three million exhibits, from the prehistoric times to the present day. Here you can see the masterpieces of Leonardo da Vinci and Raphael, Rodin and Rembrandt, Rubens, El Greco and Russian artists. Return to the hotel, dinner and overnight.

Day 3 AGIA PETROUPOLI - Petronavorec - Petropavlovsk

After breakfast, we will be transferred to Petronavorec, also known as Petterhof, the Summer Palace of the Tsar Romanov, in the Gulf of Finland, which competes in beauty and luxury in Versailles. Petrodvorets is one of the largest palace and park palaces of the 18th and 19th centuries with an area of ​​approximately 1000 hectares. We will take a tour of the Grand Palace, which is built in a privileged place and has a rich collection of artworks. From the Grand Palace three huge fountains lead to the lower garden, a true artwork. Here is the great Cataract with 37 gold-plated statues, 64 fountains and 142 fountains. It is worth walking the park to reach the coast of the Bay of Finland in the Baltic Sea, the experience is astonishing. In the afternoon we will go to the oldest temple of Ag. Petroupolis, the Church of the Holy Apostles Peter and Paul, the so-called Petropavlovsk. Return to the hotel. Dinner and overnight.

Optionally you can watch a folk show in one of St. Petersburg's palaces.

4th Day AG PETROUPOLI - MOSCOW

After breakfast we will be taken to the airport to take the flight to Moscow or to the station to get the fast Sapsan train. Arrival in the beautiful capital of Russia, where we will have a first briefing on its history. Transfer to the hotel, arrangement in rooms, dinner, overnight.

We recommend you a MOSCOW by night that will surprise you and impress you, and for the beginning we recommend you to try cold water and caviar unreservedly.5η Ημέρα  ΜΟΣΧΑ-ξενάγηση πόλης-  Κρεμλίνο
After breakfast we will continue to meet with beautiful and immense Moscow. We will pass through the central streets of Owyy Riyadh, Tverskaya, Novi Arbat with historical buildings of various seasons, the imposing towers of the Stalin era, the National Library, the Historical Museum, the Manes and the Duma, the Moscow City Hall and the statue of Prince Yuri Dolgoruky. We will also see Teatralnaya Square, known as the Theater Square, dominated by the famous Bolshoi Theater as well as the Mali Theater. We will ascend to the hills of Lenin, where the famous Lomonosov University is located and will admire the Panorama of the city. Then we will walk the "Patriarch's Bridge", with the fantastic view of the Kremlin to visit the Cathedral of Russia, the magnificent church of Christ the Savior. In the end, we will visit the lovely lagoon lake on the precinct of the Novojevici Monastery.

We will end up in the Red Square, which is a silent witness to many historical events, and to the Church of Saint Skepis of Our Lady, also known as the temple of St. Vassiliou (1560), with its nine colorful domes. Then visit the Kremlin once the tsar residence. In fact, it is a small town in a big city. We will see the picturesque churches of the 15th and 16th centuries with genuine Russian architecture, the cathedrals of the Ascension and Annunciation and the Cathedral of the Archangel, the famous Tsar-Kanoni and Tsar-Kabana, the Concert Hall, the buildings of its services President of Russia and the Presidential Palace. Finally, we end up at the well-known Gum department store, where we will have free time to take a stroll and enjoy our coffee. Anyone interested can visit the Mausoleum of Lenin, located on Red Square. Return to the hotel dinner, overnight.

6th MOSCHA Day - Metro and Arbat

After breakfast, we will take you to the Stari Arbat Pedestrian Street with the famous Metro, known as the Underground Palace. Most stations, especially those created in the early years, with their frescoes, statues, stained glass, mosaics and mosaics, are real works of art. Arriving at Arbat, one of Moscow's oldest streets, we will have time to walk around or enjoy our coffee in one of the many cafes, bars and restaurants.

For anyone who wishes and always in consultation with your escort, there are several options for an optional excursion. Indicatively, some of them are Sergiev Posad or Tsaritsino.

Sergiev Posad (Zagorsk): Crossing a beautiful path and passing through villages with wooden houses we reach Zagorsk, a small town drowned in the greenery of its gardens and known for its woodcuts. We will take a tour of the monastery complex of Agia Lavra of the Holy Trinity. We will also visit the monastery of Agios Sergios with the Holy Relics of Ossios Sergius of Radonéz. The architectural complex of the monastery includes 50 buildings made by craftsmen from the surrounding area. Since 1993 the monastery has been included in UNESCO's World Heritage List. Return to the hotel, dinner, overnight.

Tsaritsino: The State Historical Architectural Art Museum of the "Tsaritsino" is one of the most beautiful sights of Russia and the favorite place of the inhabitants of Moscow, as well as of the guests of the capital. Its full redevelopment was only begun in 2005. And today, the Grand Palace is already an eyebrow for visitors. The Tsaritsino State Conservation Museum features an artistic collection of over 30,000 exhibits. It works closely with the leading companies of the folk arts. In the museum's shop you can buy souvenirs for children, porcelain and ceramic items, metal and fabric stuff etc. In spring and summer, those wishing can take an electric car ride. Return to the hotel, dinner, overnight.

Day 7 MOSCOW

After breakfast, transfer to the airport to take the return flight.
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
