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South Africa
Day 1-2: Cape Town

Morning tour of the sights of the oldest and most beautiful city of South Africa. Its history, location and nobility make it stand out from other major cities in the country. The Town Hall, the historic Castle of Good Hope, the Parliament building and the central park with its statues and ancient oaks are some of what we will see. Weather permitting we will take the cable car to the top of the "Trapezobounou", where you can see the entire Akrotiri Peninsula with good visibility.

Day 3: Cape Town

Concentrated beauty could be described today as a one-day excursion to the Cape of Good Hope. The path along the west coast is a rotation of landscapes of unparalleled picturesque scenery with the secluded Cape. The return from the eastern side of the peninsula is less wild but equally interesting with the well-lit seaside fishing villages and its endless sandy beaches. On the Miller Point rocks, we can see seals and penguins.

Day 4: Cape Town - Udshhourn

Leaving Cape Town, we start today by coach for a three-day excursion along the famous "Garden Route". In this narrow, 230 km coastal zone, some of the most beautiful landscapes in South Africa are located. We pass through the vineyards of Akrotiri and the Calenton Thermal Bath area and stop in historic Swellendam with its old colonial houses. Crossing the scenic plateau of Mikro Caros, we arrive at Odyshour in the afternoon.

Day 5: Udchhur - Naissa

Udchhurn's interests are in direct relevance to his status as a center of South African ostrich marmalade. We will visit a kennel of these supernatural ... poultry, we will watch amusing ostrich racing with riders of local poultry and we will have lunch with other ostrich eggs and meats! Then we will descend for the vast beaches of the Indian and Naissa that will host us tonight.

Day 6: Naisa - Port Elizabeth

"This beautiful earth is a gift of God," is Naissa's motto. A land that besides beautiful is also famous for its honey, furniture, cheese and beer. Today's program begins with a pleasant boating in the Naisa lagoon and continues east to the Pletenberg Bay and the Tsitsikamas National Park in a swim of endless sandy beaches and green landscapes that find it hard to tell which one is most beautiful. Late afternoon we will arrive at Port Elizabeth, South Africa's third largest port.
Day 7: Port Elizabeth - Kruger National Park

Morning flight to Johannesburg and direct departure by coach to the Kruger National Park, South Africa's largest forest and one of Africa's richest continents in wild animals, especially felines, thickets and antelopes. The route to Wiltenbahn is indifferent, but then the landscape becomes hilly and then the Nelspruit mountain. The last part of it is a change from sunlit valleys and hills of the eastern Trangals mountains.

Day 8: Kruger National Park

Breakfast and afternoon safaris on the vast expanse of Kruger where low vegetation alternates with dense rivuleous forests and, more abundantly, with "bump" and "bambab" trees. True Noah's Ark, the park has 137 different species of mammals, 112 varieties of reptiles, 33 amphibian species and 493 species of birds. Unlike East Africa, here the cars only move on engraved streets and visitors approach the animals from specific observatories. Despite the organization of the park and the everyday world, Kruger remains a Kingdom of Nature where "man has just opened a few windows to see inside, "as a writer has aptly written.

Day 9: Kruger National Park - Pretoria

West of Kruger lies the Blyde River Gorge, whose area is designated as National Park. The canyon has some points of unlikely depth and restrains the visitor with its vertical walls and its beautiful natural surroundings. Like many other places on this trip, our competitors have not discovered it ... You will enjoy it in the morning from proper observatories and then we will leave for Pretoria where we will spend the last night of our trip to South Africa.

Day 10: Pretoria - Johannesburg

Tour of the most important sights of Pretoria, the capital of South Africa since 1860. In the spring (the Southern Hemisphere), the 70,000 flowering jaradans of the city give the streets and parks an unlikely blue color. In other times the city is ... just beautiful with its quiet squares, old colonial houses, its historical monuments and its many museums. This afternoon we'll be going to nearby Johannesburg for a tour of its few attractions and then to the airport from where we leave before midnight for the return journey.

Day 11: Return

Arrive shortly after noon in Athens.
