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Sicily - Greater Greece

Day 1: Thessaloniki / Igoumenitsa

Check out in the morning from our office. Passing from Tempe-Larissa-Kalambaka-Ioannina and making the necessary stops for coffee and food, we arrive in Igoumenitsa, from where we will take the ferry to Italy. Distribution on board.

Day 2: Brindisi - Rigi (Reggio)

In Taranto, Italy's naval shipyard, we will see in the archaeological museum of the city the famous statues that are said to have been made by Pheidias. We continue for Regio. Arrangement at the hotel, distribution.

Day 3: Regio - Messina - Palermo

With the Ferry Boat we will cross the Strait of Messina (narrowly by Skyla and Harby at Homer) and we will end up in Messina. After a short tour we will continue on Chefalo (Kefalos), Palermo. Time free, arranged in the hotel. Distribution.

Day 4: Palermo - Montreal - Palermo

We will see the square of the Town Hall, the church of Saint Catherine, the Metropolis, the Massimo Theater and the Norman Palace with the Baroque façade. In Monreale, we will admire the famous Byzantine mosaics. Time free. Return to Palermo, distribution.

Day 5: Palermo - Akraga - Catania

Crossing the Sicilian countryside, after a magical journey, we arrive at Akraganda to see that it is left from Greater Greece. In the famous valley of temples we will admire the imposing Dorian Temple of Omonia, the Greek-Roman Quarter, the huge Temple of Olympian Zeus with the cluttered statue of the Atlas, the temples of Hera, Demeter, Hephaestus, Asklipius and Dioskouros and Polyhedra). We continue on to the second largest city of Sicily, modern Catania. Arrangement in a hotel in the area, distribution.

Day 6: Syracuse - Etna - Taormina - Catania

In Syracuse, the city that was founded in 734 BC. from the Corinthians we will visit the ancient Greek theater, Dionysius Orekios, the Roman amphitheater, the catacombs of St. John and we will see on the islet of Ortygia, the ancient temple of Apollo, the square of the Town Hall, the source of Arethoussis and we admire the castle of Maniaki. Check out the Etna volcano, one of the largest active volcanoes in the world. In the beautiful cosmopolitan resort "Tauromeno" we will admire the scenic streets with the medieval buildings in Corso Umberto and visit the excellent Greek theater. Return to Catania, distribution.

Day 7: Catania - Taranto - Brindisi

We start fascinating about Messina, Taranto and with the necessary stops for coffee or food, we reach Brindisi from where we will take the ship to Igoumenitsa.

Day 8: Igoumenitsa - Thessaloniki

Arrival in Igoumenitsa. Making the necessary stops in the path for coffee and food, we arrive in Thessaloniki.
