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Tibet - Lhasa

Day 1: Chengdu - Lhasa

We take the flight from CHENNGDU, a rising industrial center of China for LASA, the capital of Tibet. We will head later to TSETANK, a little east of Lhasa. On the way we will encounter landscape contrasts and poor vegetation.

Day 2: Cheetah

It was formerly the capital of the ancient kingdom of Yarlong and is one of the holy mountains of Tibet. A myth says that here was the mating of the sacred monkey and the dragon that gave birth to the Tibetan ancestors. In fact, the first monastery of Tibet, Samye, was built in this area, which we will visit.

Day 3: Chetang - Sigacse

Today we will meet Giangchche, which was an old gateway to Tibet and a crossroads for the caravans of merchants and pilgrims from India and Nepal. Then we will head to Sigatse, the second largest city in Tibet.

Day 4: Sigatse

The most remarkable and remarkable site of Sigache is the Tashilumbo Monastery, the seat of Panchen Lama. It is one of the most important in Tibet and in the tallest building there is the Buddha statue. We will also visit the Summer Palace and at the end of our tour we will be cruising on the Yarlong River.

Day 5: Sigatse - Lhasa

Today we will head to the capital, Lhasa. It is the route that will attract interest, since we will encounter many contrasts in landscapes, small villages with tall stone pillars. In the afternoon we will get to know her better, starting our visit from Norbulling, a Summer Palace complex west of the city.

Day 6: Lhasa

Today we will be touring in Dohahang, a sacred part of the Tibetan, which visits millions of believers for pilgrimage. There will be a tour in this area, to see the statues, in some we can see the calm on their faces and in others the wilderness, which symbolize the demons. Later we will make the round of Barcock from left to right, the opposite for the Tibetans preached great misery.

Day 7: Lhasa

On the top of the Red Hill of Lassa is POTALA, home and burial site of the religious leader of Tibet. Architecture really impresses by seeing this glory, creating the visitor's sense of the absolute omnipotence of the Dalai Lama. Only a small part of Potala is open to the public. Then we will visit the Droupong Monastery, where it was formerly the largest and richest monastery in Tibet, and here every future Dalai Lama was trained.

Day 8: Lhasa - Athens

We take the morning return flight to Athens / Thessaloniki, where we will arrive in the afternoon.
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
