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VIETNAM
1st to 2nd day: Flight to Hanoi

Departure from Athens / Thessaloniki to ANI, the capital of Vietnam. Hanoi is a city with many contradictions, with colonial buildings, where tourism is developing late. In the tour we will see the Column Pagoda, the Old Town the Ho Chi Minh City Mausoleum, the Lake Khan Lake, the Tiny Turtle Pagoda, etc. In the evening we will watch a water theater show that only exists in Vietnam.

Day 3: HALON BAY

Morning cruise to the bizarre bay that is the tourist hub of Vietnam. We will roam the picturesque islands, cross the traditional "shampan", enter the beautiful sea caves and admire the stalactites in the cave of miracles Return to Hanoi.

Day 4: HOU

After the morning flight to the ancient, historic city, the HOU. There is an Acropolis with the palaces of Nguyen (a dynasty that dominated the Vietnamese political scene from 1802 to 1945) which was restored by UNESCO and there are seven ancient tombs. In our tour we will see the Pagoda of the Great Buddha, the tombs.

Day 5: HOUE - DANGING

In the morning we will take a small boat cruise to the Huang Giang River to see another interesting face of the HOU. Then we leave for DANGAN 108 km south. The highly scenic route passes the Ha Ban, the northern end of the old kingdom of Tsampa, which was formerly up to the edge of the Mekong River. There are the Cu Chi tunnels, beside the Mekong River, which show visitors a model of the zone of war.

Day 6: NTNANK-HOLY AN

In the morning we will visit the Marmara Mountains, where you can see pagodas and caves, which they used as hospitals in the Vietnam War. Later we will depart for Hoi An, the Cham harbor from the 2nd to the 15th century and one of the few parts of Vietnam with Vietnamese architecture. In the evening we will take a night train for JIA TRAGK.

Day 7: YES TRANG - DALAT

Arrive in the morning at NIA TRAGK where we will visit the Cham Tower, on a hill with a stunning view, dedicated to Shiva, whose phallic symbol is a dominant worshiper. Then we will depart for Dalat resort.

Day 8: Dalat - Saigon

Dalat is a very beautiful place, usually honeymooners visit. It is mainly for rest because it does not have many attractions except the Bao Dai Villa, the last emperor of Vietnam, 1945. Later we will visit Shanghai, which was renamed City XO TSI MINCH in 1975.

Day 9: SAIGON

Today's day is especially dedicated to the tour of this ancient city. It is noteworthy to note that the signs of the war are obvious. (Prunia, orphans, beggars ...) One of its attractions is Pagoda Tien Chau in the Chinese capital.

Day 10: SAIGON - RETURN BACK

Shortly before we leave Saigon, we will make a small excursion to KOU TsI with the intricate Vietnamese underground tunnel system leading to surgical, dormitory, food ammunition warehouses, meetings ... a whole underground city - a hampering machine that allowed rebels to surprise and to be lost. Afternoon return flight for Athens / Thessaloniki.

Travel Details:

Tourism grows slowly and steadily. There are historical monuments and unusual attractions. Tourism increases investment, economy. Many hotels were built or others were renovated. Despite the obvious signs of the war, Vietnam is upgraded and is a safe destination for travel. The best time to visit is from October to March, temperatures are ideal, rains insignificant and relative humidity less intense.
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
