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YEMEN

Day 1: Departure for Sana'a

Afternoon departure to reach our destination, which is Sanaa, the capital of Yemen. It is said that the city was built by the eldest son of Noah, Sem. Many scholars give their own interpretation saying that began as a control station to a secondary route of frankincense street known as Sana'a.

2nd day: Sana'a

Arrive early morning and transfer to hotel. At noon we will start the city tour that the UNESCO has given the designation "unique world cultural heritage monument." What will impress you is the narrow streets, men shirts with characteristic and traditional areas to discuss. Image complement the remnants of walls with gates and Turkish minarets of mosques that seems to touch the sky.

3rd day: Sana'a - Saada

First stop on our trip is the Wadi DAR, which springs from fruit trees and cool gardens. One could distinguish the "Palace of the Rock" that can be seen through books devoted to Yemen as well as the AL-Kabila village that seems to mushrooms through the rocks. Continuing our journey north, the peaks of Jebel Malfouk emerge in the west and small villages succeed one another. In the early afternoon we arrive at our next stop in Saada. A city built at a point where all roads of pilgrims to Mecca meet. The houses are built of clay with the technique Zamboura, something characteristic because the northern regions of Yemen stones are scarce. The afternoon will be browsing around the walls and its attractions.

4th day: Saada - Hajj

Our trip continues with a wonderful images and full path. We visit the old part of Amran behind a wall of 3 meters. Continuing our route, we will ascend to the bolt is "hung" on a sharp peak. At the top is built high-rises from stone to such a point as to secure the inhabitants of the various invaders. A landscape that causes chills and awe in anyone who confront at every turn as revealed by an impressive panorama. Getting to Hajj because of building habits of the area, our hotel is one of the highest points of the city.

5th day: Hajj - AL MACHVIT

The focus of all of our program today is the province MACHVIT, one of the most beautiful areas of Yemen. Villages built on inaccessible mountainsides, houses with stone decorations and large windows framed in oblong "tazrim" are the main features of the province. Significant interest are the twin villages Shibam and KAOUKAMPAN. The second is built on a flat top of a rocky mountain where older residents fled when the first were put at risk. Even today the Gate of bolted walls and remains closed all night. Part of the tour is the town TOULA with fortifications and well-maintained, high-rise houses. Then our path until we meet MACHVIT houses built in rocks and villages compete with each other at the most will dominate the steepest point.

Day 6: AL MACHVIT - Sana'a

The last day of our journey is just as exciting and interesting as the previous ones. Our route is twisty and rocky canyons and downhill for KAMIS Bano Saad. We will find waterfalls, cacti and "boukalodendra" houses built on hills, well hidden behind their fortifications. Continuing our journey downhill we see coffee plantations of bananas and other tropical plants. We continue uphill again as they get to Hajar, a village well hidden in the mist of the mountains etched. Here is our complete program and return to Sana'a for the last night.

7th day: Sana'a - ATHENS

In the early hours we depart from Yemen and end in Athens / Thessaloniki.

General travel information:

- H best season to visit Yemen is from October to May where temperatures are cool and pleasant.
- The tourism infrastructure of this country is not in line with European criteria. That is perhaps one of the best hotels in YEMEN could be likened to a European second class.

- Movements will become a primarily with a 4x4 jeep and roads are inaccessible and non-existent in some of the routes that will do.
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
